Hello Laguna Woods!

This year the Governor signed 1017 bills, just 12% came from the Republican lawmakers. In the
Senate, Newsom signed off on just 9% of GOP-authored measures.

The Governor recently called for a Special Session to focus on high gas prices. In this season, I intro-
duced Assembly Bill X2-7 which would have required the California Energy Commission to develop
an online dashboard showing the difference in California gas prices compared to the national aver-
age. It would also provide details of the taxes, fees, regulations and policies that contribute to the
price of a gallon of gas in California.

Unfortunately, my bill did not get set for a hearing, along with six other bills introduced by my col-
leagues to deal with various aspects of high gasoline prices. Instead, the Assembly moved forward
toward the Governor’s bill, which purports to take on ”Big Oil” and address refinery pricing.

JOHN BIRCH SOCIETY

The John Birch Society (JBS) is an American right-wing political advocacy group founded in 1958. It is anti-
communist, supports social conservatism, and is associated with ultraconservative, radical right, far-right,
right-wing populist, and right-wing libertarian ideas. Originally based in Belmont, Massachusetts, the JBS
is now headquartered in Grand Chute, Wisconsin, with local chapters throughout the United States. It owns
American Opinion Publishing, Inc., which publishes the magazine The New American, and it is affiliated
with an online school called Freedom Project Academy.

In the 2010s and 2022s, several observers and commentators argued that, while the organization’s influence
peaked , and has become the dominant strain in the conservative movement. In particular, they argued that
the JBS and its beliefs shaped the Republican Party, the Christian right, the Trump administration, and the
broader conservative movement.

The JBS from its start opposed collectivism as a “cancer” and by extension communism and big govern-
ment. Allegations that so-called “insiders” have conspired to control the U.S. through communism and
world government are a recurring theme of JBS publications

The JBS opposed the civil rights movement of the 1960s and the Equal Rights Amendment in the 1970s. It
has campaigned for state nullification. It opposes efforts to call an Article V convention to amend the U.S.
Constitution, and it has been influential at promoting opposition to it among Republican legislators. The
JBS also supports auditing and eventually dismantling the Federal Reserve System. The JBS holds that the
United States Constitution gives only Congress the ability to coin money, and does not permit it to delegate
this power, or to transform the dollar into a flat currency not backed by gold or silver.

JBS took an early stance in opposing abortion and social liberalism and its TRIM committees. Which sup-
ported lower taxes helped lead to the Reagan tax cuts. By the early 2020s, multiple commentators and aca-
demics argue that the John Birch Society and its beliefs had successfully taken over the Republican Party
and the broader conservative movement.

When JBS was established in 1958 in Indianapolis, Indiana, at the conclusion of a two day session of a group
of 12 people led by Robert W. Welch Jr. Welch was a retired candy manufacturer from Belmont, Massa-
chusetts, who had been a state Republican Party official and had unsuccessfully run in its 1950 lieutenant
governor primary in 1954, Welch wrote the first book about John Birch (an Air Force intelligence officer
and Baptist missionary), titled The Life of John Birch. He named his new organization in memory of Birch,
saying that Birch was an unknown but dedicated anti-Communist, and the first American causality of the
Cold War. Welch alleged that Communist conspiracy within the American government had suppressed the
truth about Birch’s killing.

John Birch was an American Baptist who went to China as a missionary in 1940. He was a US military in-
telligence officer under Brigadier General Claire Lee Chennault in China. Chennault commanded the
“Flying Tigers” and afterwards US Army Forces in China. In 1945 Birch was promoted to captain and be-
gan working in China for and with the Office of Strategic Services (OSS), the U.S. wartime intelligence ser-
vice in World War II in August, after the Japanese surrendered. Birch was ordered by the OSS to northern
China to obtain the surrender of the Japanese commanders at their installation. On August 24, nine days
after the war, Birch left by train with his party which included two American soldiers, five Chinese offices,
and two Koreans who spoke Japanese. After spending a night in the village, the party ran into a group of
300 armed Chinese Communists. They were told to surrender their weapons and the group’s equipment,
Birch refused. After arguing about it with their commander, they were allowed to proceed. Along the way
Birch's party encountered more groups of Communists. Birch requested to speak with their leader. Birch
and his aide approached the group’s leader and after Birch refused to give up his sidearm, both were beaten
and shot. There were different explanations and theories as to why Birch was killed, range from his Birch’s
scheduled meeting with Chinese puppet troops of the Sixth Army under General Hu Peng-chu, misunder-
standing by guerillas, and provocations from Birch himself.

In 2022, the America journalist Robert Evans released a multi-part series on his podcase Behind the Bas-
tards entitled “How the John Birch Society Invented the Modern Right.”
